After Paul pleaded with the Lord three times to take away his thorn in the flesh, Paul heard these words from the Lord.  
“May grace is sufficient for you.” (2 Cor. 12:7-9)  Just as the Lord met Paul’s needs even though He did not take away 
his thorn in the flesh, He will help you through your aches and pains too.

He knows your weaknesses, and His grace is sufficient for you to 
overcome them.  Only Christ can turn your pain into victory and weakness into power. 

2. Read 2 Cor. 11:23-12:10 and notice what the grace of God did for Paul.  He will do the same for you and 
me today as we trust in Him to see us through. 

 

God is so good!  He wants to be there for you.  Let Him be in a powerful way by praying and yielding to Him each and 
every day.  Then and only then, can He lead you to victory over the crisis you are in the midst of.  As He does, 
continue to go forth letting your light shine before others to the glory of your Father in heaven.  God bless you.
